Little Beskids are a small but very interesting 
mountain range, both in terms of natural en-
vironment and landscape. The eastern part of  
Little Beskids is called the Andrychovian Beskids. 
A larger part of the municipality is located within 
the Little Beskids National Park. In good weath-
er, the summit of Leskowiec offers a wonderful 
view of the Beskids. However, the views from 
Potrójna (883 m above sea lever) are even more 
extensive – you can additionally see the Żywiec 
Basin, Silesian Beskids with Barania Góra and 
Skrzyczne, and other peaks of Little Beskids.

Charming shrines shaded by trees can be found 
all over the municipality. They are tangible 
proof that Beskids’ highlanders grounded their 
actions and beliefs on the divine absolute. They 
expressed their gratitude for successful har-
vests, for a husband’s safe return from war, or 
for the peaceful life of Andrychów’s residents 
in this simple but meaningful way – by erecting 
sorrowful roadside Madonnas, stone pillars that 
also used to be road signs. Ridge of John Paul 
II is a special place. It’s a mountain peak very 
closely connected with pope John Paul II. In his 
childhood and youth, Karol Wojtyla ascended 
the peak many times, also as a bishop. There 
is a chapel near the summit – Mountain People 
Sanctuary. And on its altar there is a painting of 
Our Lady Queen of Mountain People. Inside the 
chapel you will also find the throne on which 
John Paul II sat in Skoczów on May 22, 1995.
